Event aims to help personnel better support customers

Michelle Covert had Post Trau-
matic Stress Disorder for 24 years
but didn’t know it.

Today, thanks to her treatment
at a Department of Veterans Affairs
hospital, she is working, happy and
determined to be “a voice of hope.”

Covert, a program support assis-
tant at the Chalmers P. Wylie VA
Ambulatory Care Center in Colum-
bus, was in the Army from 1980 to
1984 and was raped by her drill
instructor the night before she
graduated from Advanced Individ-
ual Training. Frightened, dis-
traught and confused, she did not
report the rape. She went on to a

career as a data communications
specialist.

Years later, while working at a VA
hospital, she was approached,
remarkably, by a veteran receiving
treatment for PTSD, who said, “I’ve
been watching you. You’ve got what
I’ve got.” What he had seen was
Covert breaking into tears and
panic attacks when visitors or situ-

ations got out of hand.
That, and another severe “melt-

down,” convinced her to seek treat-
ment. Under the guidance of Dr.
Kathleen Chard of the VA, Covert
accepted the fact that her rape - in
this case Military Sexual Trauma -
was the cause of her life-long
struggle with PTSD.

The Defense Logistics Agency is
expanding its use of USA Staffing,
the Defense Department’s web-based
staffing program, to include merit
promotion actions. 

As of Aug. 16, USA Staffing has
replaced the Automated Staffing Pro-
gram for all merit promotions. The
Automated Staffing Program was a
DLA-developed system based on
Resumix, DoD’s former recruitment
and evaluation tool, said Jim
Storms, a supervisory human
resources specialist at DLA Human
Resources Services Columbus, Ohio. 

USA Staffing was developed by the
Office of Personnel Management and
is used throughout the federal gov-
ernment. USA Staffing is integrated
with USAJobs, the federal govern-
ment’s official job website, where
DLA lists all its vacancies. 

DLA already uses USA Staffing for
its external recruitment, Storms
said, and the expansion of its use

will mean the agency will have a sin-
gle system for all job vacancies and
promotions. 

There are some differences
between the two systems, said Kathy
Harder-Martin, a human resources
specialist at DLA Human Resources
Services New Cumberland, Pa., but
both are automated and are similar
in functionality. 

“We’re going from one automated
system to another automated sys-
tem,” she said. “When ASP was first
deployed, the employees did really
well in learning the automated sys-
tem, and I’m confident they’ll do well
learning this system.”

To use USA Staffing, employees
need to create an account with
USAJobs, which allows employees to
build or upload up to five resumes,
create saved job searches, review
saved jobs, upload and save docu-
ments and check their application
status. When applying for a job,
employees will be routed to USA
Staffing, where they will answer

Defense Logistics Agency Director
Navy Vice Adm. Alan Thompson
announced his selection of a new
DLA vice director and described the
motivation behind the new “We Are
DLA” campaign during his Direc-
tor’s Call Aug. 4. 

Thompson named Mae De Vin-
centis as the new vice director, say-
ing she has performed “brilliantly”
during the last eight months as
director for DLA Logistics Opera-
tions. 

“We have a lot of very significant
challenges in the environment right
now and new initiatives on the
way. Candidly, I don’t think I can
appropriately keep track of all of
it,” he said, adding that De Vincen-
tis’ experience in the field and at

headquar-
ters-level will
help him lead
DLA toward
the future.
The agency
has been
without a
vice director
for more than
a year.

The year
ahead will
put the
agency in “a
very different
environment
than the one
we’ve been in

for the last decade,” Thompson
added. While much focus has been
placed on how effectively the
agency provides logistics support to
warfighters, the focus is expected
to shift toward how efficiently it
provides that support. 

“You are all aware from what you
see in the media that the defense
budget is going to be increasingly
pressured in the next few years.
The good news is we’ve been talk-
ing about this in DLA for awhile,

and we’ve been talking about the
need to make adjustments sooner
rather than later because it is far
less disruptive if you do that,” he
said.

To ensure DLA continues deliver-
ing products and services at the
most economical cost, Thompson
said he will include numerous ini-
tiatives in his 2011 Director’s Guid-
ance that create new efficiencies
and opportunities for cost reduc-
tion.

Thompson also spoke about the
“We Are DLA” initiative that was
launched July 19 in an effort to
create a single-agency environment
among DLA’s customers and global
workforce. The need for the change
grew apparent in the last 12 to 18
months, particularly as the agency
worked toward implementing Base
Realignment and Closure 2005

changes, Thompson
said. 

“The thing that
became very obvious,
particularly when we
went to places with a
concentration of mili-
tary units or operating
forces, was that we
had kind of a crazy
quilt of different DLA
names and organiza-
tions. It wasn’t clear to
our customers, and
oftentimes even our
DLA team members,
where they fit into the
overall DLA enter-
prise.”

New field-activity
names were created to
clearly identify each
organization’s affilia-
tion with DLA, as well
as the commodity or
service it provides to
customers. And a new
DLA Style Guide, avail-
able to employees
through the eWork-
place intranet site, out-
lines how leaders can
change such items as

signs, flags and stationery at mini-
mal costs.

“We certainly did not want this to
come off like it was frivolous or
wasting taxpayer dollars,” Thomp-
son said. “We did it with an eye
toward being as efficient as we
could.”

Feedback from customers and
stakeholders has been positive, he
added, “ranging from ‘Why didn’t
you do this 20 years ago?’ to ‘It
makes sense in the environment
we’re operating in today.’” 

With fiscal 2010 soon ending, the
director gave employees a thumbs-
up for the progress they’ve made
on initiatives outlined in his 2010
Director’s Guidance. He said he is
particularly impressed with
employees’ efforts to implement
BRAC 2005 recommendations, dis-

posal operations in Iraq, enhance-
ments to the Fusion Center web-
site, and employees’ support of
expanded operations in
Afghanistan, which was his top ini-
tiative for 2010. 

Providing troop-support items
and construction material to sup-
port the buildup of about 30,000
troops in Afghanistan has been a
challenge, Thompson said, but DLA
employees throughout the agency
have been a key enabler to the mis-
sion of U.S. Central Command.

Thompson also noted that a new
subsistence prime vendor, Anham,
is about to begin feeding troops in
Iraq. He and senior leaders plan to
travel to Kuwait this weekend to
inspect Anham’s facilities and talk
with the company’s leadership
team.

“Unless you’ve been over to that
region and seen the volumes
involved and the very high stan-
dards of support, it’s somewhat
hard to appreciate how big a deal
this is, but it really is huge. It’s so
important that I feel the need to
personally certify and assure our
senior leaders that this transition
goes off without a hitch.” 

The director also took time to
welcome several new leaders to the
agency:

• Army Brig. Gen. Lynn A. Coll-
yar, director of DLA Logistics Oper-
ations;

• Navy Rear Adm. Tom Traaen,
DLA Distribution commander;

• Ronnie Favors, DLA Strategic
Materials Administrator;

• Rich Ellis, deputy commander
for DLA Troop Support;

• Robert Ratner, chief of staff for
DLA Troop Support; and 

• James Bernard, DLA Acquisi-
tion deputy.

Also, Army Brig. Gen. Darrell K.
Williams is scheduled to assume
command of DLA Land and Mar-
itime on Sept. 24, and Army Col.

The Defense Logistics

“Each year, we issue a
document called director’s
guidance that, under the
three strategic focus areas
of warfighter support, stew-
ardship and workforce
development, identifies a
small list of concrete initia-
tives,” Thompson said.

This conference replaces

He said these initiatives
are things the agency will
focus on in order to provide
the best possible support to
warfighters in the future.

“We found this guidance
has been very helpful in
aligning effort and focus,”
Thompson said. “We will
soon complete preparation
for the fiscal year 2011
director’s guidance, and
you can expect to see sig-
nificant elements under
stewardship focused on

cost reduction and efficien-
cy.”

Kendall was briefed on

Army Col. Jeffrey J.

“Every morning I come to
work enthusiastically,” he
said. “If I don’t, it’s time to
hang it up.” 

“The most important
thing to me is that people
matter and that’s you,
everyone in our office and
everyone we support,” he
added.

Vieira’s Army career
began in 1987, the same
year he graduated from the
University of California-
Irvine. He met his wife
while in high school in
southern California. They
have a 20-year-old daugh-
ter who is an art history
major at the University of
Texas.

Always err on the side of the warfighter, new Land chief says

The Defense Logistics
Agency Land and Maritime
Small Business Programs
Office continually updates
its informational seminars
for business owners to
make sure they have the
most current information.

The Training, Knowledge,
and Opportunities (TKO)
seminars are held four or
five times a year to help
business owners learn how
to do business with DLA.
The average number of par-
ticipants at each event has
been about 85 attendees
representing about 56 com-
panies.  

The two-day TKO semi-
nars typically focus on 10
to 12 different topics, such
as packaging source inspec-
tion of spare parts, elec-
tronic invoicing and sub-
mitting alternate offers.  

Vikki Hawthorne, Office
Supplier Outreach Program
Manager for the Small
Business Programs Office,

said the office is “constantly
tweaking the topics to make
sure participants are get-
ting the most up-to-date
and relevant information.”

“We’ve seen small busi-
nesses fail trying to ‘go it
alone’ in their attempt to

understand all of the feder-
al government rules and
regulations,” office director
Cindy Nevin said. “Our goal
in conducting the TKOs is
to demystify those rules
and regulations and give
vendors the tools and infor-

mation they need to
be successful suppli-
ers for DLA.”

The most recent
TKO seminar was
July 20-21 in the
Building 11 auditori-
um, with 76 small
business entrepre-
neurs, owners and
employees, represent-
ing 49 companies,
participating.  

The speakers
included Milt Lewis,
DLA Land and Mar-
itime Contracting and
Acquisition Manage-
ment executive direc-
tor, who opened the
seminar by explaining
the importance of
their products to DLA
Land and Maritime.
Small business spe-
cialist Rebecca Parks,
the seminar facilita-
tor, spoke on topics

such as Small Business
Programs and using the
DLA Internet Bid Board
System. Jill Nagy-Reynolds
from the Ohio Procurement
Technical Assistance Cen-
ters network discussed the

services that area PTAC
offices can offer local small
businesses.  

Surveys from the seminar
show that participants were
impressed with the pro-
gram, with 96 percent of
the attendees saying they
would recommend the TKO
training to other business
associates and 97 percent
saying they found the semi-
nar beneficial. 

“I found the seminar very
useful on giving (informa-
tion) to us to get started on
our venture for future busi-
ness with the DLA,” one
participant wrote.

The event also allowed
some of the small business
representatives to have one-
on-one time with a DLA
Land and Maritime small
business specialist in order
to further increase their
knowledge and success rate
of landing a contract with
DLA.  

The TKO seminars, which
began in 1995, have been
designated by DLA Director
Navy Vice Adm. Alan
Thompson as a “DLA Best

A group of associates that acts as
“first responders” to health emer-
gency situations in the workplace
would like to increase its numbers
to improve the safety of the federal
workforce on the Defense Supply
Center Columbus installation.

“We are looking for volunteers to
help us achieve a goal of one first
responder per 25 people,” said
Tamera Garrett, a financial liaison
in the DLA Finance-Columbus
office and the new First Response
Team representative on the
Defense Logistics Agency Safety
Council.

First respon-
ders are asso-
ciates who are
trained in car-
diopulmonary
resuscitation
(CPR) and the
use of an
Automated
External
Defibrillator
(AED) and
respond to
provide imme-
diate care to
co-workers

who are injured or suddenly taken
ill before firefighters and emergency
medical technicians arrive.

“First responders are one of

many teams that are there for fel-
low employees to ensure their safe-
ty and protection,” Garrett said.

The DLA goal is a ratio of one
responder for every 25 employees,
but the current ratio in DLA Land
and Maritime is 1:32. The goal is to
have coverage on every floor in
every pod of Building 20, said Gar-
rett, who has worked for the feder-
al government for 20 years and has
served as a first responder for 18 of
those years.

During a July 22 meeting for
current and prospective first
responders, Garrett said anyone
interested in becoming or continu-
ing as a first responder needs to

get and/or maintain their CPR and
AED certification. 

This can be done through classes
offered each month in the base-
ment of Building 20 through the
DLA Environmental, Safety and
Occupational Health Office. More
information about the classes is
available by calling Kara Mettille at
614-692-3964.

CPR/AED training classes for the
remainder of this year will be
offered Aug. 25, Sept. 8 and 22,
Oct. 6 and 13, Nov. 17 and Dec. 1
and 15. Associates need to take
only one class, which lasts about
four hours, to get their certifica-
tion.

Associates can register for a class
by calling 614-693-5104.

Associates who complete the cer-
tification class and sign a voluntary
statement for the First Response
Team receive an orange flag and
magnetic name plate designating
them as first responders, and also
gloves and face shield for use in
responding to an emergency situa-
tion.  

Garrett expressed her thanks to
all volunteer first responders and
said it’s an important and reward-
ing thing to do.

“I enjoy feeling like I can help
people in trouble instead of being a
bystander,” she said.

Once she started receiving treat-
ment, known as cognitive process-
ing therapy, Covert realized that it
was time to “come face to face with
my demon.” She was able to finally
accept the fact that the sexual
abuse she experienced was not her
fault.

Chard, director of the PTSD and
Anxiety Disorders Division at the
Cincinnati VA Medical Center’s Ft.
Thomas, Ky., location, explains,
“Cognitive processing therapy is an
evidenced-based treatment,
designed specifically to treat PTSD
and related symptoms such as
depression and anger.

“The treatment is typically 12
sessions long and the veteran
works with the therapist to exam-
ine the impact of the trauma, espe-
cially related to the veteran’s beliefs
about safety, trust, power/control,
esteem and intimacy. Through
practice assignments, the veteran
is able to form a more realistic and
balanced view of self, others and
the world, and to realize that they
do not have to be controlled by the
trauma any longer.”

Every VA facility has a designated
MST coordinator who serves as a
contact person for MST-related
issues. This person can help veter-
ans find and access VA services
and programs. Every VA facility
also has providers knowledgeable
about treatment for the after-
effects of MST.

Today, Covert admits the PTSD is
still there but she knows now how
to deal with it. 

“Dr. Chard taught me how to
control my anxiety. You do that
with ‘self talk.’ First, you recognize
that you are having an anxiety
attack. Then you ask, why? And
ask yourself if you are over-react-
ing.”

She describes the feeling as
everything in black and white.

“There is no gray in PTSD,” she
said.

One of Covert’s best buddies
today is Flower, a very smart, very
pretty, black lab mix service dog.
While service dogs are not issued
by the VA for mental health thera-
py, Covert admits, “The emotional
support she gives me is a very
important part of my life right
now.” 

Flower has been with Covert for
10 months and her relationship
with Covert is extraordinary. 

“Flower knows when I am having
an anxiety attack,” Covert said. “In
the middle of a Christmas shop-
ping crowd last December at the
mall, I started to tense up and she
nudged me out of the crowd and
led me to an empty corner of the
shopping center.

“She is also trained to watch my
back. Whenever I am standing at a

counter, she gets behind me and
watches for anyone who may be
approaching,” she added.

Flower, trained by the Heel to
Heal nonprofit group, also enters
Covert’s home first, checks to see
no one else is in the house and
then uses her nose to turn on the
lights.

As part of her personal campaign
to help other veterans cope with
PTSD, Covert speaks to groups
about her experience so they will
know they are not alone. She spoke
to 300 senior commanders from
the Ohio National Guard and Air
Guard in February, which earned
her an Eagle Award from the
Guard.

After returning from her seven-
week PTSD in-patient program with
Chard, she wrote and delivered her
own “Wings of Freedom” presenta-
tion to 400 staff members at the

VA Ambulatory Care
Center in Columbus.

It was not an easy
experience.

“This was the
hardest briefing I
have ever given in
my life,” Covert said.
“Standing up in
front of all your co-
workers and letting
them know that you
were raped in ser-
vice, you suffer with
PTSD, and had to
attend an inpatient
program is not easy.

“With more
strength than I ever
imagined I pos-
sessed, I gave my
presentation. If I had
not attended Dr.
Chard’s program
and received the
help that I needed, I
wouldn’t have been

able to give the presentation and
help the staff understand what it’s
like to live with PTSD,” she added.

As a significant sign of her ability
to get on with her life, Covert grad-
uated in May 2009 from Indiana
Institute of Technology with a
degree in business management.
She hopes to start her own busi-
ness and, not surprisingly, write a
book about living with a service
dog.

A mother of two and grandmoth-
er of three, Covert, who likes to
draw and cook lasagna (when
‘Bones’ isn’t on the tube), knows
she is still on the road to recovery.

“But I don’t want to sit around
talking about how bad PTSD is,”
she said. “I want to be a voice of
hope. I want to let other veterans
know they should get help as soon
as possible. I want to tell them,
‘Believe in yourself.’”
